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Two photographs depict a segment of  a forest in winter. The two of  them are taken 
with a strong telephoto lens and display a low depth of  focus. In spite of  the blurred 
view, a child can be seen in the snow covered woods. The image is highly voyeuristic. 
In the third photo a shadowy depiction of  a wolf  can be perceived. Lecomte´s work 
suggests a possible story but without following a clear narrative.
    
What is happening? Is this about a common walk in a forest or is the viewer becoming 
aware of  a crime? The text, written in chalk on the walls of  the exhibition area, 
gives no clear information about what is happening but instead evokes associations 
with fairy tales, in which a wool thread is laid out in the dark and scary woods to 
guarantee orientation and a possible way back. A feeling of  the uncanny is generated 
by Lecomte´s images. Her Forest suddenly becomes a projection space for the evil 
depicted in children’s books or for crimes that despoil our opinion of   nature as an 
idyllic place. 

Tatiana Lecomte was born in 1971 in Bordeaux. She studied at the Academy of  Fine 
Arts in Lyon and later attended master classes in painting in Graz, at the University of  
Applied Arts in Vienna, and at the Rietveld Academy in Amsterdam. She most recently 
received the “Förderpreis für künstlerische Fotografie 2004”.
