It was the incident 

that awakened liberal America to the true depth of hatred and resistance 

to integration. Still, more than a decade passed before a notorious white 

supremacist, Robert "Dynamite Bob" Chambliss, was convicted of the 

crime. His alleged co-conspirators were never charged.
